“God uses problems” 

As we’re heading into a season, where God is reestablishing us and getting ready to relaunch the body 
of Christ, it’s so important that we continue to do all that we can to stay in a place of love and peace 
with one another. 

Romans 15:5-6 “May God, who gives patience and encouragement, help you live in complete harmony 
with each other, as is fitting for followers of Christ Jesus. Then all of you can join together with one 
voice, giving praise and glory to God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

Today it seems like more than ever we are divided…politically, religiously, by race…in the workplace, 
and in our relationships. 

This division makes it difficult to find empathy, and common ground with others. 

The fact of the matter is that the harmony or unity that we “intentionally create” in our relationships 
translates into many other areas of our lives. 

We have a responsibility to do everything we can to live at peace with others. 

Unity can be difficult.  We have many different types of people and viewpoints to deal with yet the 
Bible tells us to be like-minded and make an effort to have unity with believers and all people.  

Romans 12:16-18 says:

“Live in harmony with each other. Don’t be too proud to enjoy the company of ordinary people. And 
don’t think you know it all!” Do not be proud; instead, associate with the humble. Do not be wise in 
your own estimation. Do not repay anyone evil for evil. Give careful thought to do what is honorable in 
everyone’s eyes. Do all that you can to live in peace with everyone.

None of us are a finished product. We’re a miracle in the making. We have not reached our potential. 

Regardless of what we may now see or feel, the truth is Our Greatest Days Are Ahead. The work God 
began in us He will faithfully finish.

God will bring to pass what He has promised.

Hell doesn’t have enough devils and we don’t have enough enemies to keep God’s purpose and plan 
for our life from being fulfilled..there is nothing that can keep God from bring forth the best in us…

Psalm 119:71-72 (Msg) “My troubles turned out all for the best. They forced me to learn from your 
textbook. Truth from your mouth means more to me than striking it rich in a gold mine.”

Life is a series of problem-solving opportunities. The problems we face will either defeat us or develop 
us depending on how we respond to them. Unfortunately, most of us fail to see how God wants to 
use problems for good in our lives. We react and can even resent the problem rather than pausing to 
consider what benefit it might bring.

The bible tells us in Hosea 6:1 

“Come, let’s return to the LORD. For he has torn us, and he will heal us; he has wounded us and he will 
bind up our wounds.”

The world would never call any kind of pain “love.”  Yet as followers we know that God will do 
whatever is necessary to draw us to himself. 

We see this kind of painful love in Amos 4 

“God has done everything reasonable to awaken his people to their sin and to rescue them from their 
rebellion against him, but they simply will not relent.”

He withheld food to make them hungry…

Amos 4:6 “I gave you cleanness of teeth in all your cities, and lack of bread in all your places, yet you 
did not return to me”

God was willing to watch them hunger if that’s what it took for them to hunger for him, again.

He stopped the rain to make them thirsty 

Amos 4:7-8 “I also withheld the rain from you when there were yet three months to the harvest; I 
would send rain on one city, and send no rain on another city; one field would have rain, and the field 
on which it did not rain would wither; so two or three cities would wander to another city to drink 
water, and would not be satisfied yet you did not return to me” 

God was willing to let them thirst if that’s what it took for them to thirst for righteousness.

He corrupted the fields to ruin their harvest

Amos 4:9 “I struck you with blight and mildew; your many gardens and your vineyards, your fig trees 
and your olive trees the locust devoured; yet you did not return to me”



God was willing to compromise his people’s livelihood if that’s what it took for them to look to him for 
all they needed.

1. God uses problems to DIRECT us… Sometimes He has to light a fire under us to get us moving. 

Problems often point us in a new direction and motivate us to change. 

Sometimes it takes a painful situation to make us change our ways.

Proverbs 20:30 “A good thrashing purges evil…punishment goes deep within us”

Stripes that wound cleanse away evil and reach the innermost parts…

2. God uses problems to INSPECT us 

People are like teabags if we want to know what’s inside us…just drop us into some hot water! 

God tests our faith with problems..He wants us to see what we are made of…

(faith and trying the word) 

James 1:2-3 “When you have many kinds of troubles, you should be full of joy, because you know 
that these troubles test your faith, and this will give you patience.”

3. God uses problems to CORRECT us 

Some lessons we learn only through pain and failure. When we were kids our parents told us not to 
touch a hot stove…but it you are anything like me you probably had to really learn that by touching 
it and getting burned.  

Sometimes we only learn the value of something health, money, a relationship - by losing it.

 Ps. 119:71-72 “It was the best thing that could have happened to me, for it taught me to pay 
attention to your laws.” 

4. God uses problems to PROTECT us 

A problem can be a blessing in disguise if it prevents us from being harmed by something more 
serious. 

Today with the way things are we are pressed on all sides to agree with things that are against the 
word of God…

We have to be strong enough in God to refuse to do things that’s against His Word or are morally 
unethical…when we will stand for truth we will stay out of trouble. 

Gen 50:20 You intended to harm me, but God intended it for good . 

5. God uses problems to PERFECT us 



Problems, when responded to correctly, are character builders. God is far more interested in our 
character than our comfort. 

Our relationship to God and our character are the only two things we’re going to take with us into 
eternity.

We can rejoice when we run into problems, they help us learn to be patient. And patience develops 
strength of character in us and helps us trust God more each time we use it until finally our hope 
and faith are strong and steady. (Rom. 5:3-4, LB)

God is at work in our life - even when we do not recognize it or understand it. if we will just take 
the time and make the time to set aside sometime and meet him, he will speak to us and direct our 
steps…

4 For the 
weapons of our warfare are not [a]carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, 5 casting 
down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every 
thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ, 6 and being ready to punish all disobedience when 
your obedience is fulfilled.”

“Revelations of Kingdom Identity” 

Friday September 14, 2024 
•	 When God gives you a revelation, it must come with teaching. You can not have prophecy, 

without teaching. The Law and the prophets go together.

•	 The scriptures and the teaching of Truth, gives us the base to interpret and understand the 
prophetic word.   
• When you change the teaching, you change the interpretation...  I.e. Adam and Eve “who told  
    you, you were naked”  (this is what the world system is doing now... changing the teaching)

•	 If we are programmed with a different truth we can’t receive the word of God

•	 E.g. The Children of Israel were walking in the fulfillment of the prophecy of their 
deliverance from Egypt,  yet they grumbled and were not able to receive the Word 
because of the teaching of their mind.  They missed the Truth because they needed their 
teaching changed, they needed a mind-change.  

•	 The Truth needs to be proven - Jesus came to prove there is T R U T H and our pride can keep us 
from knowing the Truth. 

 
Saturday September 15, 2024

•	 When you walk in revelation, you will overflow with blessings and love.

•	 You will not approach the manifestations of the promises of God with empty hands. 

•	 The Lord’s vision and manifestation is rich and we must not take this for granted. Our pride can 
cause us to approach things with a wrong heart  i.e. ‘let me see what this is all about’, instead of 
offering our heart of humility before Him, recognizing the Truth and wanting to bless that. 

•	 There is much more the Lord has in store. 

 
Sunday September 16, 2024 

•	 Faith is personal, it can not be used as a doctrine.  Apostle Paul teaches us that we each have a 
measure of Faith and we can not base our own Faith on the experience of others.  Hebrews 11 
shows some had Faith to believe in the promised land, but others had the Faith to enter in. 

•	 Faith is not submitted to time - it is Eternal.  Faith is the substance (chemical reaction) AND 
evidence of what isn’t seen yet, but can be brought into seeing, BY Faith.  Everything you need 



is Faith.   Jesus said ... “If you have Faith like a mustard seed...”  not the size, but the character 
of that seed. The mustard seed exists to produce the biggest tree of its kind but is in fact the 
smallest seed. When Jesus says this, he is saying:

•	 What you need is to understand what kind of being you are. 

•	 You exist because of my command, I have given you my spirit, my name is in you, I have 
given you the character of a Son or Daughter of God.  You need to understand that, the 
Faith that is in you, needs to produce the biggest things that you’ve ever seen in your life.  

•	 You can feel small in your circumstance, but because of Faith, the result is going to be 
powerful, it’s going to make you transcend, grow and be transformed from something that 
people see as little, into something that is going to be evident....  why?  because you have 
the EVIDENCE ... and I want you to use the Faith I have given you to produce, command and 
move according to the character I have given you.  

•	 Faith doesn’t know doubt.   In Faith, there is just a command and obedience. 

•	 When we come to the secret place to pray,  we come in Faith, Believing that God Is. This will 
materialize His Glory,  whatever He wants to do. 

•	 This is Kingdom teaching of Faith: Believe it to See it.  The world system teaches “see it to 
believe it”

•	 You have many issues in life,  but for sure you have a Faith that pleases God.  So with that Faith 
what you need to do is please God,  and right there in that issue,  you are going to see the 
substance acting in your favour, the evidence of things unseen coming to you!    e.g. Matthew 
17:24 & Exodus references

•	 In the Kingdom, in Jesus we constantly walk in a prophecy - so pay attention because everything 
that seems good or bad in your life, is being used prophetically to announce something for the 
future! 

•	 Those things that seem to take a long time is actually a prophecy, and you are about to see how 
this prophecy is going to be fulfilled.  That seed, will grow up into the biggest things, things we 
couldn’t even imagine. 

•	 The process of this journey is not because He wants us to suffer, its to understand that He is 
writing down a prophecy. So you can prophesy from the heart of God. The process matures the 
gift so you can use the gift with responsibility.  For you to have the correct heart, the character 
of Jesus Christ, to produce what God told you to produce, to become great in your kind, to 
flourish and multiply as a son or daughter of God.  

•	 We are  small in world, but BIG in the Kingdom.  You are small in the world system, but when 
you put in action your substance and your evidence, the world will be amazed at the things they 
see coming out of you!  People will testify that you look like Jesus, act like Jesus, smell like Jesus, 
move like Jesus, speak like Jesus...   If we don’t do it like Jesus, there is no reason to do it.

•	 This is all about Christ being at the center of everything.  Everything is Christ Centered.
